Anointing of the Sick 

 

 

 The anointing of the sick is one of the seven sacraments of the universal 
Church founded by Jesus Christ (as are all of the sacraments).  In his gospel St. 
Mark refers to this sacrament after the twelve disciples came back from a mis-
sion to prepare the villages that Jesus intended to visit.   He wrote: “they drove 
out many demons, and rubbed olive oil on many sick people and healed them” 
(Mark 6:13).   Later in the New Testament St. James in his letter says: “Is there 
anyone who is sick? He should send for the church elders, who will pray for him 
and rub olive oil on him in the name of the Lord. This prayer made in faith will 
heal the sick person; the Lord will restore him to health, and the sins he has 
committed will be forgiven” (James 5:13-14). 

As we can see that anointing of the sick is founded by our Lord to heal 
the sick both physically and spiritually, and to give the sick the necessary spiritual 
grace to overcome his/her physical difficulties. That’s why we can’t separate the 
anointing with the holy oil from the absolution from the sins in this sacrament. In 
illness man experiences his powerlessness, his limitation and his mortality. This is 
when man needs to sense the presence of God’s grace in his life the most. By 
preventing a sick person from receiving this sacrament we deny that person the 
grace of God.  (God respects our will and never acts against it). 

Unfortunately many families deny their beloved ones from receiving the 
anointing of the sick because they think once the patient sees the priest he will 
think to himself that he is certainly going to die.   This way of thinking actually is 
formed in the mentality of people because they delay calling the ministers of the 
church until a sick person is almost dead. The sacrament is intended to heal both 
the body and soul.     The right time to call the priest is at the beginning of an 
illness and not at the end.    But we should act according to our faith to make it 
right and not according to superstitions formed in time because of a wrong prac-
tice of the faith.

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Our Saints 

 

Voskiank 

 

  Although they are cited in history and our Calendars as “Priests”, in reality they have lived as her-
mits. Consequently we reference this chapter as “Hermits”. Indeed they were hermits, but also our 
Churches oldest martyrs. 

 

  According to tradition (ancestors), they were 5 Roman Ambassadors who were sent by the Ro-
man Emperor to Armenia’s King Sanadrook in around 150 AD. While in Armenia, they encountered the 
disciple Thaddeus. As they listened to his sermons, they became believers and were baptized by him. The 
head of the 5 Ambassadors was called Kroosie which meant “gold”. It is very probable that over time this 
name became Armenianized as “The Golden” (Voskiank). Kroosie, “The Golden”, was ordained priest by 
saint Taddeus. The 5 Ambassadors led by “Golden” then resigned from all their earthly possessions, their 
weapons and horses were sold and whatever else they had left they distributed to the poor. They fol-
lowed instead Thaddeus’ sermons which allowed them spiritual wealth and knowledge which ultimately 
further grounded them in their religious servitude. 

 

  After the martyrdom of Thaddeus, they retreated to Dzaghgaved Mountains, south of the Euphra-
tes by the Aradzanne River’s “springs” known today as Dee-Adeen, not so far from the Aghr region. 
“Here they followed strict recluses and stayed in constant and perpetual prayers. They shined like Angels, 
purified by Godly fire and become the temple of God and The Holy Spirit. 

 

  Martyrology adds that after living this way for over 40 years, the Voskiank descended from the 
mountain and went to the Hayotz Arkooneekuh to preach the Bible to the current King of Armenia Ar-
dashes and his Queen, Satenig. Although they remained indifferent to their teaching, the King and Queen 
did not stand in the way of the Voskiank’s preaching. At the end, few palace men of the Queen, who had 
come from Alanatz became believers and here they were baptized in the currents of the Euphrates. They 
were 17 in all and their head was Sookias and they became known as “The Sookiasianks”. 

When the news was received by the children of the King and Queen, Vnooyn and Vroyn, 
about the palace men, they searched and finally found them in the mountains of Dzagh-
gaved. They pleaded for them to return, but the Sookiasiank did not heed their words. 
When Vnoonyn and Vroyn realized that the Sookiasiank’s faith was unwavering, they ap-
pealed to the Voskianks, urging them to tell the Sookiasiank’s to return to the palace and 
resign from their faith. Rather than oblige them, the Sookiasiank became more steadfast in 
their beliefs. The prince and princess did not wish to harm the Sookiasianks since they 
were relatives and elders, so instead they released all their anger on the Voskianks. They 
killed the Voskianks on the spot. Only two bodies were found intact and they were bodies 
of children who were then respectfully buried. 

  They are remembered in our Calendar (Haysmavoork) on the 19th of September.

 In accord with PAND's mission to foster cultural and social unity and provide financial assistance to Philadelphia's Armenian 
churches, PAND held a reception to distribute Forty Thousand Dollars ($40,000) to each of the following churches: Holy Trinity 
Armenian Apostolic Church, Cheltenham, PA, St. Sahag & St. Mesrob Armenian Apostolic Church, Wynnewood, PA, St. Gregory 
The Illuminator Armenian Apostolic Church, Philadelphia, PA, Armenian Martyrs Congregational Church, Havertown, PA, St. 
Marks Armenian Catholic Church, Wynnewood, PA 

 These latest donations brings PAND's financial assistance, to the five Armenian churches of Philadelphia, since inception, to 
nearly Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000).
